NEW BUSINESS

Frank Gariglio, the NRCS State Forester led a discussion of the growth in Forestry programs and how the current EQIP program relates to forestry.  The new Farm Bill is very strong in the forestry industry – minimum acreage rules and monetary caps have all been revised.  Programs have been designed to promote forest health along with fuel reduction goals and planting parameters.  Frank outlined the growth of the NRCS Forestry program since 2000 and also reviewed the role that Idaho Department of Lands has played in that growth as the Technical Service Provider.  He was optimistic about the possibilities for new forestry projects in North Idaho.
old business

Discussion of the Cooperative Working Agreement and the Draft of the SCC Strategic Plan were tabled until the February board meeting.

Board of Supervisor Position

Sherry reported that Dale Pierce had reviewed the board supervisor information sent to him but felt that he did not have the time to devote to the position at this time.  It was suggested that she contact Waverly Reeves and Neil Stewart to see if either of them were interested in the position.
Update on Tree Sale
Sherry reported the tree sale was going slow – only 1600 seedlings had been sold at this point.  She also reported that due to a malfunction at the nursery, there were no douglas fir seedlings and no 8” western white pine seedlings this year.  Panhandle RC&D Forestry Committee has already made plans to secure another nursery to grow the seedlings beginning next year.
Update on 319 Grants
The final reports and invoices for each of the 319 grants have been completed.  However, the funds from DEQ have not been received.  Jerry West has been contacted to see when they might be expected.  The final invoice for Soldier Creek had to be revised due to a monitoring bill received late after its initial completion.  The invoices total $6,161.25 – of which $4,361.25 is due the general fund for admin time.
Sherry also reported that she would be contacting Bruce Kinkead regarding some assistance with the application for the Upper Hangman Road/Culvert Repair grant.
NRCS Report
Mark reported that the nationwide audit being conducted of all NRCS offices is nearly complete in the Plummer office.  They had no out of compliance projects.  There was some paperwork still to be filed to complete the audit.  Mark’s written report is included with the minutes.

Sherry presented her staff report.   The written report is included with the minutes.  
With no further business to attend to, Terry Doupe’ moved to adjourn the meeting, Gil Harris seconded and the motion was carried.
