NEW BUSINESS

FY09 Budget
Sherry reviewed the current budget with the board. Board of Supervisor Position

Terry Doupe’ had reported last month that he had visited with Tim Fleener regarding the open board supervisor position.  There was an issue that needed to be resolved before he could give the board a definite decision; that had not happened yet at the time of the district board meeting.  As soon as Terry had heard something from Tim, he would let everyone know.
Update on Tree Sale
Sherry reported 5760 seedlings had been sold so far.
Update on 319 Grants
The final invoices on all three grants had been paid and the balances reflected in the financial reports will be transferred to the general fund now as payment of all admin costs.  
Sherry had also been working with Tyson Clyne of DEQ on the application for the Upper Hangman culvert replacement project.  They will be meeting on March 27 to review the application and visit the proposed project sites.
NRCS Report
Mark reported on some of the requests for assistance that NRCS personnel had been working on.  The board requested more information from Mark regarding a request for assistance from Kevin Buell which NRCS had not been able to help him with due to the scope of the project.  A revised report including more information is included with the minutes.  They also suggested that he review with Mr. Buell, what stream bank protection/restoration assistance was available from NRCS.  There is approximately 600 feet of stream bank that could be addressed.  It is in Shoshone County.
Mark also reviewed the projects that will be coming up that are mid-contract management practices on CRP ground.  These practices are designed to rejuvenate the CRP stands.  On those plans that involve burning practices, there will be a burning permit costing $3/acre to be obtained from the CDA tribe.
