Supervisor Terms/November 2008 Elections

Sherry reviewed the supervisors whose terms expire this year.  They are Keith Daman, Gil Harris and Terry Doupe.  Each supervisor with an expiring term was given a packet of the necessary paperwork to register as a candidate.  Keith Daman moved, seconded by Gil Harris to appoint Sherry as the election official. ISCC Survey

Billie responded to the ISCC survey.  A copy had been distributed to all board members and was discussed.
old business
IASCD Task Force Survey
The IASCD survey and ideas for projects were discussed.  No action was taken.
Zero-Based Budgeting Workshop
The new zero-based budget form had been completed with the budget for fiscal year 2010.  Keith Daman moved, seconded by Rich Morrison to approve the budget.  Motion carried.
Update on 319 Grants
Sherry had visited both the Soldier Creek 319 project site and the West Fork/Middle Fork St. Maries TMDL 319 project site with both project managers and John Gravelle who has been monitoring the sediment reduction information.  The sediment traps at the West Fork/Middle Fork project had been destroyed during the hard winter.  John thought he might be able to salvage one of the traps and verify some of the sediment reduction information from some road modeling charts.  The sediment traps at the Soldier Creek project were too saturated to collect the sediment.  He would wait until the traps were much drier so the results would not be skewed.  He estimates that we can have sediment reduction reports by late summer.
Sherry had broken out the cost of the audit for each 319 grant and it appeared that there would currently be enough district match to meet the requirements.
Cooperative Working Agreement

There had been no further information received from NRCS regarding the updating of the agreement.  Rich Sims replacement, Jeff Burwell, will begin in July.  
2008 IASCD Conference Planning
There was another meeting planned for Monday, June 23.  They would be going over the agenda changes that Alice had gotten at her meeting in Boise. They would be discussing the conservation awards that are presented at conference as well as the coordination of all the committee meetings.  This year there will be two committee sessions each with three different committees meeting during the session.  That will enable participants to attend more that one committee meeting.
NRCS Report
Mark reported on the damage at the Ferguson project on the St. Joe River.  There had been substantial flooding and it appeared that much of the plantings along the river bank were probably destroyed.  The extent of the damage is not really known yet.
He also reported that due to a critical feed issue, haying and grazing on CRP was going to be allowed but not until August 1 at the end of the nesting season.
