Correspondence

Old Business
Update on 319 Grants
Invoices were presented to DEQ for advance payment for administrative funds for the three new 319 grants in the total amount of $2000.00.  As there had been no contractual activity on either of those grants, a semi-annual report was not needed per Jerry West from DEQ.  
Update on Santa Creek 319 Grant

This project has been extended to December 31, 2006 for additional fencing and plantings.  A semi-annual report will be sent to Jerry West of DEQ next week.  They are holding payment of the previous invoice submitted in the amount of $22,513.00 pending receipt of that report.   Mark Hogen has also prepared a Sediment Reduction Report that will be attached to the final report for the Santa Creek 319 Grant.

Election Update
Rich Morrison and Billie Brown are both running unopposed.  Sherry will check with Kathie Shea to see if anything else needs to be done other than just waiting for the required paperwork to be returned to the District.

Financial Review
The Board discussed the ideas presented at the Region I Fall IASCD meeting held earlier that day regarding the rising cost of the financial review/audits required for each conservation district in the state.  Many different views were presented along with some ideas for cost containment with nothing resolved.   The IASCD Board of Directors will continue to work on this with hopes of resolving by next year.
New Business
IASCD Annual Meeting
Both Billie Brown and Sherry Klaus will attend the meeting this year in Pocatello.  Terry Doupe’ moved to appoint Billie Brown to vote on the resolutions that will be presented at the meeting.  Gil Harris seconded, motion carried.
The next regularly scheduled  Board Meeting falls on the same day that Billie and Sherry will be returning from the annual meeting in Pocatello.  Terry Doupe’ moved to reschedule the November Board meeting for Wednesday,  December 6 at 6 p.m. for both November and December business.  Rich Morrison seconded, motion carried.
Upper Hangman Creek WAG Meeting Report
Terry Doupe' and Sherry Klaus had attended the WAG meeting for the Upper Hangman Creek TMDL.  The possibility of applying for a 319 grant in conjunction with Benewah County to provide funds for culvert installation and repair along areas of Upper Hangman Creek was discussed.  Rich Morrison moved to direct Sherry to pursue the preparation of a pre-application for a new 319 grant.  Gil Harris seconded, motion carried.
NRCS Report
Mark Cottrell reviewed his written report with the Board.  He discussed how the ranking of EQIP projects is changing.  NRCS is looking for participaton from LWG to develop criteria for ranking of proposed projects.  Mark will work with Keith Daman in this endeavor.
Mark also presented a letter he had received from Kent Foster with IASCD.  There is currently $1,961.27 left in the Farm Bill Administrative Assistance fund.  This should be used by December 31, 2006 or it will be lost.  Sherry will research invoices presented and bill for any time not already billed for.
