The structure of districts was also being looked at with the possibility of some consolidations taking place.  The method of allocating funds to the Districts was also under study.
old BUSINESS

Division I IASCD Fall Meeting
Billie reported that there had been numerous compliments on the Division I meeting hosted by the Benewah District.  One outcome regarding the Alternative Funding discussions held over the past several months was that Steve Becker from the Nez Perce District would be approaching the Idaho Attorney General’s office for review of this proposal.
Sherry reported that with the receipts taken in and all the bills paid for the meeting, we ended up $5.49 to the positive.  
2009 IASCD Conference
