Terry Doupe’ reviewed the correspondence.  There was a request for a donation from the State FFA Foundation.  Sherry said there had been an FFA Chapter established at the Plummer/Worley School District and it was discussed by the Board that perhaps any donation should be done locally.  Sherry was directed to ask if someone from the local FFA Chapter could make a presentation to the Board regarding use of donations.  She will contact the school.
New business

2008 Elections
Shoshone County sent a letter requesting information about 2008 elections.  Sherry reviewed the terms of the supervisors and three of the supervisors terms expire in 2008; Terry Doupe’, Keith Daman and Gil Harris.   Sherry will contact Shoshone County to find out more about what information they are wanting.

Old Business
2007 Annual IASCD Conference
Billie reviewed the resolutions that will be presented and voted on during the upcoming 2007 conference.  The board discussed each resolution and voting preferences.  

Billie also reported that the speaker for the Public Outreach Committee meeting had been confirmed.  There was considerable interest from the District Operations Committee to join the Public Outreach Committee for this presentation.  Dr. Stephanie  Tomlinson from Boise State University will be discussing effective presentations.

Update on 319 Grants
Sherry updated the board on each 319 grant.  She had been in contact with the IDL employees who had assisted with the FishHook Grant and they had all felt that their time could be used as match for the DEQ invoice.  She had requested confirmation from DEQ.  The district brochure had been updated to include information regarding the Soldier Creek Grant and the WF/MF Grant.  The display board for the conference is also being updated to include all the grants.  
All 319 Grants are in their last stages of administration.  All semi-annual reports have been submitted with the exception of FishHook and Sherry will complete that as soon as the invoice is completed to submit to DEQ.  That will be done within the next three weeks once the match information is clarified.
There will be a final invoice for both Soldier Creek and WF/MF but both project managers have been on vacation.  They hope to complete those before the end of the year.

Santa Creek still has $2175.00 in the WQPA account.  Sherry met with Mark Hogen to discuss using those funds for some remedial rock armor repair.  He was confident that the original plan could be modified for that.  There will be a final invoice to DEQ for the 319 funds for Santa Creek to submit admin time for the conference display and district brochure update.
New 319 Grant Application

Sherry had talked with Bruce Kinkead of the CDA Tribe Fisheries Department and he had encouraged her to proceed with the application for the new grant for culvert repair.  He felt that the tribe would be able to continue to participate as a partner in that grant.  She had not completed the pre-ap process since she had not been able to contact him, but that was not mandatory.  The grant application will be due in February.
Cooperative Working Agreement
Sherry distributed a copy of the draft Cooperative Working Agreement.  Billie reviewed the changes that had been discussed at the Fall IASCD Division I meeting.  She said that there would be more discussion of the draft at the annual conference and she would be reporting back to the board about the new agreement.
EQIP/WQPA Contracts

Mark reported that the Ferguson WRP program was moving along.  Sherry said that would be a good project to highlight at the 2008 conference which will be held in Coeur d’Alene next year.   She reminded him that we should be sure to get pictures every time we visit the project so we have plenty to do a good display/report.

Mark said that Rusty Young had requested approval to accelerate his EQIP contract which NRCS could do.   He was not sure about the WQPA part of it and had contacted Mark Hogen as to availability and disposition of the WQPA funds.  
Survey for NACD

A survey request from NACD had been received and Sherry was requested to complete it and return it.
