FY09 PLAN OF WORK

AGENCY REPORTS  

NRCS:  Greg Becker was on vacation and submitted his written report which the board reviewed. 
· Greg, Jamie and Linda had a conference call on Feb. 25th with the Sheridan Wyoming field office regarding the septic program they have in place.  The idea originates from general observations throughout Bonner County, the Nearshore TMDL for nutrients, and the L*A*S survey report.  If we could secure funding (the Wyoming office did through 319 funds), we could cost-share septic improvements.  The board was very supporting of pursing this.  Dale recommended coordinating with Panhandle Health.    
· Regarding Fish Creek 319, Greg and Jamie are planning for outreach with letters and public meetings for late March.
· Greg completed the Vehicle Use Agreement for NRCS and BSWCD for board approval.

IASCD:  Jamie Davis was at the WAPM meeting in Nevada, and left word she was working on coordinating implementation efforts on the Ag Plan she has completed for the Pack River and with the Cocolalla Lake Association on the Ag Plan for Cocolalla Lake watershed.
BSWCD:  Linda O’Hare reviewed her written report:
· Lake*A*Syst Pend Oreille Basin Commission $15,000 grant: IDEQ is finalizing paper work, and we will receive the funding before April 1st. 

· LAS steering committee meets March 26th at 1:00.
· Potential riparian vegetative buffer work at the Trestle Creek development.
· Forestry Contest:  March newsletter and registration will go out this week.

· Tree seedlings:  25,720 seedlings sold, profit at $4,047.

· Requested vacation from March 14-24th – the board approved.

NRCS Vehicle Use Agreement:  Greg finalized the Vehicle Use Agreement between NRCS and Bonner SWCD.  After review, Alice moved to approve the document, Vern seconded the motion.  The motion carried.
