Additional Item to Agenda:

Financial & Match Report: 

After reviewing the FY2011 Financial & Match Report required by state statute, Dale moved and Cassie seconded the motion to approve the report with the addition of in-kind match added from L*A*S and have Chairman Collins sign it.  The motion carried.

Schweitzer Road 319 Grant Application:

Greg:
The Independent Highway District (IHD), the Idaho Department of Transportation (ITD) and DEQ requested through Greg that the district coordinate with them on a grant to reduce sanding on Schweitzer Road.    The board approved of going ahead with finding a solution to a reduction in sediment.  Greg said the committee reviewed several ways to reduce the sediment, and found the best method is using sodium chloride.  With the drinking water source at Sand Creek, we want to make certain every concern of the board is addressed.  If we do have concern we cannot get past, we probably want to postpone the grant.  We had to submit the grant by August 1st, but knew we would have time to retract it.  Greg then asked for any concerns from board.  The following 8 concerns will be researched and information given at the September 6th board meeting.
1.  Base Line Established

2.  Foliage Death

3.  Application Threshold
4. Contingency Plan
5. Public Information person

6. Alternatives to sodium chloride

7.  Mitigation – future identification of better alternatives

8. Sodium Chloride (NaChl) Analysis

Herman said we will take a vote at our September 6th meeting after receiving the updated information.
Kristin said the meetings of the Basin Advisory Groups (BAGs) will be in October, then Super BAG in Boise in January or February.  She talked to Dave Pisarski today, and at any point the grant can be pulled.

Linda asked about the outreach needing to start before we know if we have received the grant. Cassie suggested using the Idaho Conservation League for publicity.  Kristin will contact Susan Drumheller.  Cassie also suggested using the Schweitzer events person.  Greg will bring this project up at the next Nearshore meeting.
Next regular board meeting will be September 6th at the office as Dover Bay City Hall has started to charge for their building use.

Alice moved and Vern seconded to adjourn the meeting at 3:15.  The motion carried.
