Old Business:
NRCS-District MOU: The major revision in the new MOU is that in the event that the District should hire another full-time employee, the District would be expected to pay rent on the office space required. Since the District does not expect to hire a full-time employee in the immediate future, this will probably have no effect on this district. Two key points:

1. This is for permanent full-time staff, not for seasonal help.

2. There are provisions for revisions or termination of the agreement if it becomes unworkable. 

Henry moved to agree to the MOU as presented; Millhorn seconded the motion. Motion Carried.
Hauser Lake LAS: The City of Hauser Lake agreed to fund the Lake*A*Syst proposal submitted by the Hauser Lake Watershed Coalition. The District agreed to support and participate in the Hauser LAS when it was proposed a year ago for funding by the state. The terms are the same as the original proposal, whereby the District will receive payment for participation and administration. Millhorn stressed the need for cost and time accounting to see what the actual costs and benefits are in our participation. This will be valuable in assessing the potential for using the Hauser LAS as a prototype for LAS projects on all local lakes.

New Business:

Election of Officers: Frank moved to elect the current officers to another term in their current positions; Olsen seconded the motion. Motion Carried.

Partnership Award: Flagor presented a copy of the NRCS article announcing the Conservation Partnership Field Office Award received by the employees (Mark Addy, Kim Erk, Mark Hogen and Bob Flagor) of the Coeur d’Alene Field Office at the IASCD State Conference Awards Banquet. This award is in recognition of the personal and agency cooperation in getting conservation applied to the ground. The supervisors directed Flagor to send a copy to the County Commissioners, to bring a copy of the article to the Commissioners when seeking annual funding, and to create a news article to include County Commissioners recognizing the Field Office’s accomplishments and state-wide recognition.

Eastern Washington University Inland Northwest Aquatic, Riparian, and Wetland Symposium: Flagor presented the Board with a flyer from EWU announcing a symposium held at EWU Riverpoint Campus in Spokane February 22 & 23, requesting permission to attend. After a brief discussion, Frank moved to send Flagor to the symposium and pay the $45 registration; Henry seconded the motion. Motion Carried.
