Meeting called to order by Acting Chairman Henry at 6:00 p.m. and asked for self-introductions around the table.

December Minutes:  The Board reviewed the minutes from December. Supervisor Olsen moved to approve the minutes as presented; Supervisor Cassidy seconded the motion. Motion Carried.  Mark Addy objected to accepting the minutes as presented, and wished to include a transcript of a discussion during the December meeting in which Addy felt that he had been maligned by Supervisor Burton in reference to favoritism.  Addy wanted the arguments and accusations to be included in the minutes as a matter of record. Supervisor Olsen would be amenable to including a transcription of Addy felt it was important. Supervisor Cassidy agreed. Supervisor Burton stated that past supervisors have done well for themselves by using these programs, which is, in his opinion, favoritism, and those accusations should be viewed in that context. Correspondence: Flagor presented the application for booth rental at the North Idaho Fair. A discussion was held on the cost and benefit of participating at the fair, as $435.00 is a fair sum of money for outreach. Supervisor Olsen moved to purchase plaques and certificates of appreciation for the supervisors leaving the board upon expiration of their terms in appreciation of their years of service to the District. Supervisor Cassidy seconded the motion. Motion Carried.
Agency Reports:
Mark Addy (NRCS): Addy reported that the 2008 Farm Bill rules are currently being written. So far he has received 17 applications for conservation plans:


4 bank stabilization


3 forest


10 small ranch

There are 7 river jobs currently under construction, of which 3 are complete.

Addy supplied a spreadsheet with the past 10 years of contracts with all information complying with FOIA regulations. 15 are bank stabilization, 18 are forest, and 11 are farm/pasture.

Bob Flagor (KSSWCD): Flagor reported on tree sale progress and asked that the District purchase seedling protectors to make available for purchase to our customers. Supervisor Cassidy moved to purchase the protectors. Supervisor Burton seconded the motion. Motion Carried.
With no further business, Supervisor Olsen moved to adjourn at 9:23 p.m.,  Supervisor Cassidy seconded the motion. Motion Carried.
