Meeting called to order by Chairman Fredericks at 6:30 pm. Before the meeting commenced, Board members reviewed the educational map of Lake Coeur d’Alene that the District is working on with the CDA Tribes’ GIS department under contract # C306.  Supervisors made their corrections in red and Rebecca will request another DRAFT be produced before the final.  

Reports:  


Minutes:  While the Board was reviewing the minutes from February, Lori asked if/when other land-uses would be added to the Idaho One-Plan Conservation planning tool.  Rebecca guessed that it was in the works but told the Board she would look into it. Seth moved to accept the minutes from February; Bill seconded the motion, Motion Carried.

Rebecca for Mark Addy (NRCS)- Rebecca reported that NRCS staff has been busy working on Conservation Plans for EQIP (Environmental Quality Incentives Program).  She also told the Board that the she represented the District at an informational meeting that Rural Development (RD), the Farm Service Agency (FSA), and NRCS had with the local representatives for Senator Craig, Senator Crapo, and Congressman Otter.  Mark invited the District the morning of the meeting and they felt it was a nice follow-up to the RC&D letter of support that the District mailed out the week prior.  
Financial Report:

-The Board reviewed the financial report from February.  There were incorrect memos for check #’s 2248 and 2262 indicating a VOID.  QuickBooks will automatically save the previous checks’ memo information and when the District Administrator Voided a check in January, it copied over the memo.  She will make the correction and re-issue the financial report at Aprils’ meeting.  Schlepp moved to accept the February financial report with the proposed corrections, Gale seconded the motion, Motion Carried. 

At this time, the Board reviewed an Erosion Survey sub-account report that Rebecca prepared.  They discussed possibilities in contracting out to have the bank pins that were installed throughout north Idaho revisited and an erosion report written.  Rebecca will look into the logistics of Districts’ contracting and automobile insurance coverage.  

Action Items:

· After discussion, Seth moved to nominate Gale Akers as Vice-Chairman, Schlepp seconded the motion, the floor was open to discussion and Gale inquired about responsibilities.  Rebecca reviewed the roles and responsibilities of all Supervisors and told Gale that the biggest commitment will be to run the meetings when the Chairman is out.  Schlepp asked that the floor be closed for discussion and moved to have a unanimous vote that Gale Akers be elected Vice-Chairman, Seth seconded the motion, Motion Carried.
· The Board reviewed the FY06-07 Budget Request, Schlepp moved to approve the budget, Bill seconded, Motion Carried.  Chairman Fredericks signed the budget request and Rebecca will send it to Boise.

Other Business:

· Rebecca asked if any Supervisors would be able to attend the Spring Division I IASCD meeting in Bonner County on Friday March 11, 2005.  Due to Supervisors working and the short notice, no Supervisors will be able to attend and Rebecca will need to give the KSSWCD report.

· Rebecca provided the Board with a list of District equipment and she asked what they would like to do with the old District computer.  It was an overall consensus that Rebecca will get the computer cleaned and look into schools in Shoshone County that would like a donated computer.

· The Board reviewed the equipment rental agreement and the Board decided to rent District equipment on a case-by-case basis.

· Rebecca will create a draft policy stating that the KSSWCD will not pay dues to individual watershed groups but will remain sponsors. She will have it available at the April meeting for Board review.

· At this time the Board ranked their top 5 Resource Concerns; in no particular ranking. 1) Woodland/Forestry Health 2) Water Quality (Lakes, rivers/streams, and aquifer protection 3) Stream/Riverbank erosion control 4) Non-Irrigated cropland erosion 5) Changing land-use concerns and 6) Noxious Weeds.  Rebecca will update the 5-year plan spreadsheets with these concerns and goals/objectives and the Board will work on the plan in April.

· Rebecca updated the Board on the 2004-2005 Tree Seedling program, the KSSWCD has sold over 74,000 trees and the seedlings will be available for pick-up March 31 and April 1, 2005.

· Rebecca gave a brief overview of Legislative Display Days and reported that it was a good experience and if it were not for the Nez Perce adjudication water rights issues the Districts might have gotten more exposure. (24 Districts statewide were there this year and pictures are on the IASCD website.)

· Rebecca requested April 4-11, 2005 off in order to be with her newborn nephew in Peoria, IL.  It was an overall consensus of the Board to honor her request. 

With no further business, Schlepp moved to adjourn at 8:30pm, Bill seconded the motion, Motion Carried.
