Meeting called to order by Chairman Fredericks at 6:17 pm.

Reports: 

Minutes:  The Board reviewed the minutes from February, Chuck moved to approve the minutes as presented; Gale seconded the motion; Motion Carried.  

Financial Report:

-The Board reviewed the financial report for February, Gale moved to accept the financial report as presented; Seth seconded the motion; Motion Carried. 

Mark Addy (D.C. NRCS)

-Mark reported that he has been working on Conservation plans and working with IDL on EQIP applications.  Kim Erk has been assisting Mark in the production of a Stream/riverbank stabilization PowerPoint presentation incorporating a new design that will be used on the lower Coeur d’Alene River.  The design will include a 3-inch minus rock filter in order to comply with the IDL requirements.  

-Chairman Fredericks gave a verbal report that State Conservationist Rich Simms responded to the letter Rob wrote on behalf of the KSSWCD supporting the NRCS in filling the Soil Conservationist position that Lindsay Obray had filled.  Mr. Simms responded in that the State is aware of the need for Technical Assistance however, they are unable to fill at this time.

Bob Flagor- (Monarch Research)

-Bob presented his final Bank pin inventory report and findings to the Board.  Initially when the bank pins were installed throughout the panhandle, there were hopes of gathering years of erosion data, however, Bob found that the majority of bank pins installed (3yrs. Prior) were no longer in place (4 out of 39 still intact.)  Some were lost due to human influences, site disturbance from livestock, and erosion forces.  A couple of the sites were not accessible due to not receiving landowner permission.  Bob noticed during his site visits that some of the sites had actually been repaired and bank stabilization methods were installed.  Bob presented 4 sites that could be potential projects, they are: Fern Creek, Hauser Creek, Coeur d’Alene River, and the North Fork of the Coeur d’Alene River (please see detailed report available at District office for details.)  Bob had great enthusiasm and thinks that the District should try to keep momentum up on implementing some projects.

Rebecca Stevens –(KSSWCD)
-Rebecca reported on the CDA Chamber Forestry Coalition and that she doesn’t think the District needs to attend any more meetings at this time due to the District Admin. turn over and the current phase that the Coalition is in.  She asked Gale and Lori if they wanted to be added to the minutes mailing and they both said yes.  

-Rebecca informed the Board that she would call Idaho Blue Cross Blue Shield and request the insurance become inactive until the new employee completes their probationary period.

-The Board was asked to review the FY08 Budget and Annual Resource Conservation Business Plan and prepare for public comment at the April 12th Board meeting.  A copy of the Public Notice is on the District computer desktop and needs to go into the newspaper the last week in March.

-Rebecca reminded the Board that the KSSWCD needs to meet with the Kootenai and Shoshone County Commissioners asap and issue letters of intent to fund the KSSWCD in FY08, those letters are also on the desktop and Rebecca will revise them so new verbiage reflects the Boards discussion.

-Rebecca asked if any supervisors were going to be able to attend the Division I Spring meeting on March 9th, everyone is working and so Rebecca will report on behalf of the KSSWCD.

-Rebecca informed the Board that the tree pick up dates will be April 11th 12-5pm and April 12 9-5pm., Lori Frank mentioned that her students might be able to help Kathy Dingman out, Rebecca will let Kathy know and email Lori.

-There was some discussion as to what to do about the Lake Creek monitors; Gale and Seth will continue to adventure possibilities in assisting in the removal.

-IDEQ extended the Mica/Kidd Creek NPS sub-grant agreement, Rob signed the appropriate paperwork.

-Lastly, Rebecca showed appreciation to the Board for the great working experience she had while with the District and verbally agreed to assist in training the new employee when the time comes.

With no further business, Schlepp moved to adjourn at 8:05pm, Gale seconded the motion; Motion Carried.
