Meeting called to order by Chairman Fran Hughes at 9:00 am. 
Fran asked for a motion to amend the agenda to include discussion on adding a Citizen Comment Period to each meeting agenda. Sandy moved and Bud seconded the motion to amend the agenda. Passed unanimously.
Sandy moved to amend the agenda to include deliberating (a) proceeding with a financial review and (b) propriety of the procedures of the last meeting. Doug seconded the motion. Passed unanimously.

Sandy moved to approve the minutes as written with no corrections from the meeting March 9, 2011. Doug seconded the motion. Passed unanimously.
There were no motions to approve the minutes from the March 24, 2011 or March 28, 2011 minutes.

Sandy moved and Bud seconded the motion to approve payment of the bills currently due for the 
HLWC Rinse Station wages, IDEA dues, and PLRCD trees.
Passed unanimously.

Sandy moved and Doug seconded the motion to pay Hauser Lake Watershed Coalition the money held in KSSWCD account from the Lake*A*Syst project. Passed unanimously.
Dave Leptich and Laura Wolfe made a presentation to the board about the HIP program and opportunities for partnership with IDFG.
Mark Hogen (ISWC) gave an oral account of ISWC activities.

Greg Becker (NRCS) reported that he is acting District Conservationist (DC) since Mark Addy’s retirement. Greg also reported that BPA is soliciting cooperation from agricultural producers to conserve power (electricity). Kim Golden followed up with details .

Doug moved and Sandy seconded a motion to approve the CRP conservation plan for Leslie Purcell. Passed unanimously.

Doug moved and Bud seconded a motion to send a letter of thanks with a $100 check to Craig Nelson for his service to the district. Passed unanimously.

Fran reported on the Lake Creek monitoring surplus property. No action will be taken until the water recedes.

Doug moved and Bud seconded a motion to make the district administrator (presently Bob Flagor) the records custodian per direction from ICRMP. Records retrieval and copying fees will be (a)first 2 hours free, (b)current DA wage costs for time required after the first 2 hours, (c) first 100 pages free, and (d) $0.10 per page after the first 100 pages. Passed unanimously.
Bob and Fran will research the law and agreement regarding the MOU with the Idaho Attorney General’s office.
Bob reported the sale of 39,930 trees this year. Delivery will be Thursday and Friday.

Fran reported that the Source Water Protection proposal for the fuel containment demonstration project was submitted to IDEQ. IDEQ will announce winning proposals May 25.

Sandy moved and Doug seconded a motion to extend the WQPA Division 1 agreement. Passed unanimously.

Sandy led the discussion as to the requirements for a fiscal audit/review. Sandy said the board moved to proceed last year, but nothing has occurred. Bob will follow up and report.
Sandy moved and Bud seconded a motion to have the administrator call by telephone all supervisors when the chairman calls a special (unscheduled) meeting. Passed unanimously.

John Burton suggested that the board revisit and review the decision made at the March 24 special meeting.
