Millhorn  moved to accept the financial report as presented; Henry seconded the motion. Motion Carried. 

New Business:
FY09 Budget

Rick Currie explained the District appropriation cut last year and supported raising the appropriation back to at least the prior level of $9000. Henry emphasized to Currie that the District wants to take a more active role in County interests and activities and that the District wants to provide more services to the County for those funds. Currie responded that the Commissioners are precluded from asking the District for assistance, but the county planners may request assistance and advise from the District. Burton pointed out that the county comprehensive plan states specifically that the County consider land evaluations by the KSSWCD in determining which lands should remain zoned for agricultural non-development uses, and that the county planners were not implementing their own policy implementation strategies. Currie suggested that the District increase their exposure to the planning department by testifying at workshops, public hearings, and open mike sessions.

Flagor reviewed the FY09 budget line-by-line, explaining the reasoning behind the projections. Frank rhetorically asked when the budget needs to become concise. Schlepp responded that the budget is a living document, and that it should be revised over time so that it becomes concise near or at the end of a fiscal year.

Millhorn moved to accept the FY09 budget as presented; Burton seconded the motion. Motion carried on a 4-1 vote, with Frank voting against passage.

Mark Addy (NRCS) reported that he has a new SCEP (Student Career Experience Program) planning assistant for the summer. He is finishing CRP status reviews. He is continuing work on the FY07 EQIP conservation plans and designs.

Seth Millhorn, (KSSWCD) reported on his interpretation of the ramifications of EPA’s ruling on the Idaho field burning decision.

Bob Flagor (KSSWCD) reported on his dubious achievements of the past month, including updating the Division I website, outreach at Earth Day, meeting with Cogentrix (Rathdrum Power) for conservation planning, meeting with the county commissioners for the FY09 budget request, and finishing the FY09 budget for submission to the Soil Conservation Commission.
