North Fork Coeur d’Alene River Office of Species Conservation Grant Update – Jamie provided the Board with a progress report on the project. Jamie sent out news releases advertising the opportunity to have cost-share assistance on their properties. The partnership will use the NRCS cost list to estimate project costs, and individual projects will be funded at 80% of actual cost.

 Coeur d’Alene River Erosion Project Update – Craig provided a “live” progress report on the project, exhibiting the GIS work, metadata, and data analysis for prioritizing areas in greatest need of stabilization. One more field visit is required in June to collect the data necessary to complete the final report, which will be presented to the Basin Commission in August. Craig’s 500 approved hours are used, and he suggested he needs perhaps 200 hours more to complete the project.
