Fran Hughes made a motion to amend the agenda to include a discussion of the names to be submitted as candidates for the Idaho Soil Conservation Commission.  Ed Prommerening seconded the motion. Vote: [Yea] Fran Hughes, Ed Pommerening; [Nay] John Burton, Isaac Henry, and Joy Cassidy; [Abstained] Sandy Schlepp.

MINUTES

Approval of the April Minutes: Jody Bieze deferred to Fran Hughes to ensure that the April minutes accurately represent how the board should enter into an executive session. Fran Hughes made a motion to adopt a resolution to cure violations. Fran Hughes further stated what he believed the board needed to do [and his reading of the law] specific to the cure. Fran stated he sent an email to the AG’s office and that the AG’s office sent back an email that stated that it appeared that the Board was looking to cure a violation of the open meeting law. The AG office suggested our attorney review any documentation. Fran Hughes continued to state that his interpretation of the law was that all of the board’s decisions prior to entering into an executive session or null and void. Fran Hughes made a motion to table the discussion until June. John Burton seconded the motion. Motion passed.

AGENCY REPORTS

Bob Triblehorn submitted a letter on behalf of NRCS.
FINANCIAL REPORT
Craig Nelson provided the board with a year-to-date profit & loss statement as well as budget report. The District’s fiscal year ends June 30, 2010. ISCC sent a request to the Board to provide to them a budget for 2012.

DISTRICT OPERTIONS

Fran Hughes made a motion to approve the payment of $100.00 to the Boundary District. Joy Cassidy seconded the motion. Motioned passed.
Idaho Association of Soil Conservation Districts

Wayne Newbill provided a general overview of the Association as well as an explanation of the board’s payment to the association of $1,081.00. Wayne Newbill provided insight into how the Commission would allocate WQPA funds. John Burton made a motion that we pay $1081.00 to the Association. Joy Cassidy seconded the motion. Motion passed.
Hauser Lake Watershed District
Hauser Lake Watershed Coalition [HLWC] contacted KS-SWCD to explore the possibility to partner with them in their pursuit to secure funds from the Department of Ag. If awarded, the funds would be used to hire individuals to manage their rinse station and provide information re: eurasian watermilfoil and invasive aquatic species. Joy Cassidy made a motion to partner with HLWC. Ed Pommerening seconded the motion. Motion passed.
SEEDLING PROGRAM
Craig Nelson provided a detailed analysis of the District’s seedling program. 

NORTH PROJECT
Craig Nelson provided a detailed update to the current status of the North Fork project. Isaac Henry and John Burton were assigned to review the North Fork documentation and sign-off on behalf of the District.

BEAVER CREEK
Due to Craig Nelson’s resignation the partnership between the District and the Forest Service has been severed.

RESOURCE CHALLENGES
Jody Bieze presented to the Board creative options specific to how the District may wish to address current and future resource needs.

SPOKANE DISTRICT
Fran Hughes presented to the Board with an option to draft a District MOU with the Spokane District. John Burton stated that he did not believe very few farmers who would be interested in the loan program offered by the Spokane District. John Burton made a motion to table the discussion of pursuing a District MOU. Fran Hughes seconded the motion. Motioned passed.
ELECTION
Four supervisor seats are up for election. The board will need to identify an election official to ensure the District is compliant with all election requirements.

CITIZEN COMMENTS
Joy Cassidy made a motion to adjourn the board meeting. Isaac Henry seconded the motion. Motion passed.
