Rich Baden and Walt Edelen of the Spokane County Conservation District pitched an opportunity for financing certain types of no-till and residue removal equipment using the SCCD funding tools. The bi-state and multi-district agreement would need to be ratified by multiple parties and examined by legal authorities. Discussion was held on confirming Fran as IASCD Land Resources Committee Division 1 representative. No action was taken.

Jamie Davis presented the board with updates for approval on the North Fork OSC project, including changes in the cost-share rate and bidding process. Jamie had suggested that the landowners obtain two construction bids, but agreed to have them obtain three bids upon Joy’s suggestion and general assent of the other supervisors. Joy moved to have Jamie proceed with developing the conservation plans for the approved landowners; Gordon seconded the motion. Motion Carried 4-0.

Motion Carried 4-0. Jody requested that each supervisor provide language to populate the Annual Plan action items by the end of the week.
