New Business

Wetland Easement: Flagor reported that he had been contacted to see if the District is interested in becoming stewards for a wetland conservation easement near Fernan Lake. No details will be forthcoming until the easement is finalized. The board expressed interest and conceptual support, of course, but would need to know a lot more detail before endorsing such a project.

Division I Meeting: The Division meeting will be held at the Casino October 19. Burton committed to attending and Schlepp will look at his schedule and may attend.

State Conference: The IASCD State Conference will be held December 2-5 in Boise. No board members will be able to attend. Frank moved and Burton seconded a motion to direct Flagor to make arrangements for him to attend this year. Motion Carried.
IASCD Five-Year Strategic Plan: The IASCD 5-Year plan was sent to districts for review and comment. According to Linda O’Hare, Bonner SWCD admin, IASCD worked very hard on the plan, and that districts should review the plan at their convenience, comment if desired, and see where district plans complement or conflict with IASCD plans. No action is required.

Correspondence:
RC&D Annual Dues: Panhandle Lakes RC&D sent an invoice for annual dues and registration for representation on their advisory committee. Frank had been the representative and Millhorn had been alternate. Since Frank is unable to attend workday meetings, Flagor tentatively enrolled Millhorn as representative and himself as alternate. The board concurred with that action.

IASCD Business Plan Request: Kent Foster sent the district a request for a business plan to spend money determined to be in excess of the average annual expenditure. Flagor spoke to Wayne Newbill at IASCD for a further explanation. Wayne said he, Kent, and Kathie Shea will examine the report to see if it is indeed accurate and if the business plan to spend “excess” reserves is truly necessary. Flagor has an appointment to talk with Kathie Shea Friday morning for further explanation. If, after further consultation with IASCD and ISCC the issue is not resolved, Flagor will invite Kathie to the next board meeting to explain in directly to the board.

Agency Reports

Mark Addy (D.C. NRCS) Addy reported that the state office has announced the new EQIP enrollment has two deadlines: October 19 for priority consideration and November 23 final deadline for applications. NRCS is contacting all landowners with agricultural exemptions along the Coeur d’Alene River to encourage them to enroll EQIP or EQIP/WQPA. This list was compiled from Kootenai County Assessor rolls. NRCS is still battling weeds on CRP lands, especially in the Harrison area. NRCS has complete all construction on the WRP near Hauser and is working with IDFG and the landowner to get new vegetation established.

Bob Flagor (D.A., KSSWCD) Flagor submitted a written summary of (a)field work for established EQIP/WQPA projects and preliminary site visits for potential projects, (b)meetings and workshops attended, (c)North Idaho Fair, and (d)upcoming dates.
