Correspondence: 

Bonner SWCD Boater survey:  BSWCD asked KSSWCD for cooperation in completing their Pend O’reille Lake boater survey. BWSCD will conduct the survey, but since the Bayview area is within KSSWCD boundaries, they wanted to make sure that they were not overstepping their boundaries.

IDEQ/BEIPC Subgrant: IDEQ sent a subgrant agreement (Subgrant #S272) for signatures. The project had been previously approved by the board and only signatures on the agreement were required.

ROUND-TABLE DISCUSSION ITEMS (no quorum – no action taken)

Randy Seaton and Tom McIntyre of Rock Tech, Inc. came to discuss the NRCS specification for the color of rock armor on NRCS projects on the Coeur d’Alene River. Randy felt that his quarry was singled out for arbitrary discrimination because of the color of his rock. Mark Addy and Kim Erk defended the NRCS determination with interoffice and interagency documentation. A lively but amicable discussion followed. No furniture was broken nor shots fired. 

ISCC extended the audit deadline until October 15.

Administrator Flagor updated the supervisors on the Coeur d’Alene River Erosion Survey. All bankpins have been installed and soil samples have been collected. 

Administrator Flagor updated the supervisors on progress at Dashiell’s farm. The pond and gully plugs are under construction.

Discussion was held on the idea of the District acquiring equipment such as a seed drill, disk, swather, and baler for rent to small-scale or hobby farmers. It was generally accepted as a good idea, but there was some concern that it could infringe upon private-sector equipment dealers. No action was taken, but all parties were encouraged to investigate and come up with ideas.

The Agricultural Partnership (NRCS, ISCC, IASCD, and Districts) has a new Cooperative Working Agreement for approval. All supervisors were encouraged to study the document for approval next month.

Supervisors were encouraged to review the IASCD State Conference agenda and decide if and when they would like to attend in order to allow time to make reservations.

Mark Addy update the supervisors on the FY08 WHIP and FY09 EQIP signups for stabilization on the Coeur d’Alene River. Mark reported six new FY08 WHIP signups for 24,981 feet and three new FY09 EQIP signups for 18,748 feet. Total stabilization proposed under these nine projects is 43,729 feet, or 8.2 miles. 14,490 feet have already been completed or are in progress under NRCS programs. Total completed or proposed is about 11 miles. Mark said that the new FY08 WHIP contracts will be around $750,000. Total FY08 programs (EQIP & WHIP) total approximately $1,300,000.
