No quorum was present. Minutes and financial report from last month were not approved. An informal discussion began at 6:15.

Reports: 

Mark Addy (D.C. NRCS)

Due to budget constraints, FSA is not presently funding NRCS work on CRP contracts. Consequently, NRCS has been instructed not to work on these contracts. This office is fortunate, however, in that Bob Flagor, through the ACES program, is able to continue working on these contracts, so CRP work will not be interrupted.

Planning has begun for projects with one landowner each on Beaver Creek and Coeur d’Alene River.

NRCS is working with IDL on securing a 404 permit for the stabilization work on the Coeur d’Alene River at Harrison. Rob Sampson, NRCS State Engineer, will come to explain the engineering to IDL.

Annual reporting is complete. Since this field office has no AFOs, the goal of completing AFO plans will be removed from next year’s goals. The other goals were exceeded by as much as 200%.

Addy will work with Flagor on coordinating the local work group to set priorities for next year’s work.

Addy presented the MOU for supervisors to review. This subject will be revisited when new supervisors are seated.

Invoices were sent to ISCC for admin funds ($5,700) for the Mica Creek WQPA and to the Basin Commission for the Lake Stewardship Outreach Project ($8,795.14 – maps and $2,500.00 – admin).

District mailed over 100 tree order forms to previous customers. Orders have arrived for over 5,000 trees so far.

Attended the Coeur d’Alene Chamber of Commerce Natural Resources Committee meeting. Committee goals were included in supervisor folders for supervisors to review. Supervisor comments are welcome to guide District participation in this important forum.
