Correspondence: 

A. IASCD Farm Bill Action Alert: The Board reviewed and discussed the action alert sent from IASCD to all districts regarding language in the 2007 Farm Bill that would change certain program administration from NRCS to FSA. The letter outlined recommendations for districts to convey to legislators. After review and discussion, The Board decided to table a decision until the next meeting to see if additional information evolved from the Division 1 meeting.

B. Conservation Partners Cooperative Working Agreement: A copy of the new Draft CWA, sent to all partners from Rich Sims, was reviewed. Bob Tribelhorn summarized the significant changes in the document and how they differed from the old CWA. The Board will compare the documents side-by-side and make recommendations at the next meeting.
