Meeting called to order by Chairman Schlepp at 6:03 pm.

September Minutes:  The Board reviewed the minutes from September. Supervisor Burton noted that the minutes stated that Supervisor Frank was present, and should be changed to reflect that she was absent. Supervisor Schlepp also asked to make clear that the official meeting ended at 6:30 with the termination of the telephone connection with Supervisor Millhorn. Supervisor Burton moved to approve the minutes as amended; Supervisor Olsen seconded the motion. Motion Carried.  

Financial Report: The Board reviewed the financial report for September. Supervisor Burton noted that the ending balance from August did not match the beginning balance from September. Administrator Flagor, upon investigation, found that he had cut off the August financial report one day early in order to have the financial report ready by meeting time. Rather than amending the financial report to include the transactions of September 8, Supervisor Frank moved to table approval of the financial report until next month; Supervisor Burton seconded the motion. Motion Carried. Additionally, Supervisor Frank moved to have the administrator download and prepare the financial report on the Friday prior to the regular board meeting so as to allow time to examine the report for accuracy and correct any deficiencies.

Financial Audit Report: Annie Van Valin reported that the books are in order with a Net Excess of Revenues over Expenditures of $5,636. Supervisor Olsen moved to accept the audit with the correction that the District does have liability insurance. Supervisor Burton seconded the motion. Motion Carried.
Correspondence: Supervisor Burton pointed out that the District is tasked with setting priorities. DC Addy said that different districts work differently, and that locally-led workgroups has not been very successful here. Supervisor Burton and Joy Cassidy requested the names and amounts of EQIP contracts, suggesting that some cooperators have “profiteered” from EQIP. Cassidy suggested that perhaps these cooperators have used District board leverage to influence NRCS decisions. Supervisor Olsen moved to accept the Interagency Cooperative Working Agreement; Supervisor Frank seconded the motion. Motion Carried.
New Business:

Old Business: Administrator Flagor provided an election update with new deadlines. Supervisor Franks suggested advertising the election in all the area papers including the Spokesman-Review. The administrator will obtain cost estimates for the election. The board agreed to table appointment of the vacant seat until a larger quorum is present.

Agency Reports:
Mark Addy (NRCS): Addy reported that some construction is ending on the farm ground and beginning on the Coeur d’Alene River and on Eagle Creek. He reported that NRCS is encountering permitting problems with Kootenai County in regard to their site-disturbance ordinance.

Bob Flagor (KSSWCD): The administrator provided a written report of his activities. The supervisors encouraged him to proceed with hiring an administrative assistant as soon as possible.

Executive Session: The board went into executive session from 9:20 to 9:40. 

With no further business, Supervisor Burton moved to adjourn at 9:44,  Supervisor Frank seconded the motion. Motion Carried.
