Correspondence: There was a brief discussion on paying the NACD annual dues, where the suggested amount is $750, but districts around the country pay an amount they feel they can afford, with some districts not paying dues at all. In recent years, KSSWCD has paid $250. There was discussion on what services NACD provides to the districts, including lobbying efforts at the national level and technical resources, including reports available at no cost to districts. Supervisor Frank moved to pay $300 this year; Supervisor Burton seconded the motion. Motion carried.
New Business: Janet Hohle began her presentation on the new ISCC Strategic Plan with an historical account of ISCC and the various districts. Janet asked for review and comment. (Admin. note: please take the time to respond to part or all of the plan.)
Bob Tribelhorn reported on the new farm bill, waiting on final rules and budget. NRCS is still on continuing resolution.

Old Business: Administrator Flagor reported on these four items:

1. All the supervisors are registered for the IASCD annual conference

2. The Mica Creek project is finished and all the funds have been spent

3. The Office of Species Conservation project in the North Fork drainage has started

4. The Coeur d’Alene River erosion survey project is progressing, but no results will be released until they have been analyzed sometime over the winter

Other Business: Supervisor Schlepp provided the board with correspondence regarding Latah and Nez Perce Districts and their conflict with ISCC. Mike wanted the other supervisors to be aware of the conflict so that if they engaged supervisors from other districts while at the conference that they would at least know what the issues are.

Rick Currie reported that Kootenai County is working on fixing the problems with the County’s site disturbance ordinance. The ordinance was drafted to prevent ecologically harmful development within 25 feet of any waterbody, but has prevented permitting on NRCS bank stabilization jobs. Rick assured the District supervisors that he appreciated the relationship the county has with the District and NRCS, and would work to remedy the problem.

Administrator Flagor reported that the District is in compliance with the new election deadlines. At that point Supervisor Burton moved to appoint Joy Cassidy to the vacant seat; Supervisor Henry seconded the motion. After very lengthy discussion, Supervisor Frank moved to amend the motion:

Frank: I would move that we make an amendment to the motion that we hold off on this decision until next month so that it’s an official agenda item, plus giving all the public an opportunity to let their possible interests be known, if they’re also interested in that vacant position.

Supervisor Olsen seconded the motion. The motion to amend the original motion carried on a 3-2 vote with Chairman Schlepp casting the tie-breaker.

Then the board voted on the motion as amended:

Chairman Schlepp: Now we’re voting on the original motion with your amendment added to it, which is, “to hold off appointing Joy to the position…until the next meeting.” The vote on the original motion carried on a 3-2 vote with Chairman Schlepp casting the tie-breaker.

Agency Reports:
Mark Addy (NRCS): Addy reported that there is 5-8 miles of bank stabilization work proceeding on the Coeur d’Alene River. The NRCS cultural resources crew walked over 50,000 feet of river looking for cultural resources with few significant finds. 

Bob Flagor (KSSWCD): Due to the late hour, Flagor did not present a report. Rest assured that the administrator is working diligently doing wonderful things for soil and water conservation.

Supervisor Burton asked Flagor to reiterate the motions regarding the appointment:

Flagor: The original motion you made was to appoint Joy; Isaac seconded it. Then the amendment…was to table the appointment until next month. So that amendment passed. So then it brings us back to the original motion, the amended motion, which would read: to appoint Joy to the vacancy at the next meeting.

Burton: As long as you got it down that way.

Schlepp: That’s not the intent.

Burton: That motion passed. You guys better check your thing. The motion was to appoint Joy, nobody else.

Schlepp: That’s not what the intent was.

Burton: Maybe that’s not what the intention was, but that’s the way it was.

Flagor: The amendment conflicts with the original motion. I don’t know what it means.

Schlepp: That’s why we have a tape recorder.

Burton: The amendment didn’t state anything about changing names on the appointment. My motion was to appoint Joy, the only difference was rather than appointing her tonight, we appoint her at the next meeting. That’s all her amendment did.

With no further business, everyone got up and left with no motion to adjourn at 9:30 p.m..
