Meeting called to order by Chairman Schlepp at 6:04 pm.

November Minutes:  The Board reviewed the minutes from November. Supervisors discussed the actions taken surrounding the motion to appoint a supervisor to the vacant position. After some discussion, it was agreed that the recording of the actions was accurate, and that the Board should conduct it’s regular December business before revisiting those actions. Old Business: Election update – Deedie Beard, Kootenai County Elections Supervisor, fell ill and was not able to attend. Administrator Flagor gave a status report on the proceedings with timelines. Everything is proceeding on time. Supervisor Henry moved to convene an elections committee to oversee the process. Supervisor Burton seconded the motion. Motion Carried. Supervisors Henry, Burton, and Olsen will participate on the committee.

Officer continuity – Supervisor Olsen moved to extend the term of current officers until the February 3 election, in reference to Kathie Shea’s correspondence. Supervisor Henry seconded the motion. Supervisor Burton moved to amend the motion so that the Oaths of Office of Supervisors Frank, Millhorn, and Schlepp be attached to Kathie Shea’s correspondence lending legitimacy to the extension of terms of office. Supervisor Millhorn seconded the motion. The Motion to amend Carried 4-0 with Supervisor Frank abstaining. The original Motion to extend terms Carried 4-0 with Supervisor Frank abstaining.

New Business: Parliamentary procedure – Supervisor Henry led a discussion on the consistency of subject of consistency when motions are made and action is taken, such that those actions should be consistent. This discussion was in reference to a maneuver in a prior meeting to prevent action on a non-agenda item. Supervisor Henry moved that motions can only be made when the topic is on the agenda. The motion died for lack of a second.

Vacancy appointment – Supervisor Frank made a motion to leave the vacant position open until after the February 3 election, so that the new board would be able to make the appointment. Supervisor Olsen seconded the motion. Motion Failed on a 2-3 vote.

Supervisor Henry moved to draw lots for the vacant seat, since two interested and qualified candidates were present at the meeting. Supervisor Frank seconded the motion. Motion Carried unanimously. Joy Cassidy chose to call the coin toss and called heads. Chairman Schlepp flipped a quarter into the air, allowing it to fall to the floor. The coin alighted with heads up. Joy was immediately appointed to the vacant position and received an oath of office to be notarized.

Storet data – Supervisor Olsen provided a slide show and live on-line demonstration of the Storet database. Supervisors had previously questioned the availability of Coeur d’Alene River erosion, sedimentation, and contamination data. Supervisor Olsen showed what kinds of data is available and how to access it.

Agency Reports:
Mark Addy (NRCS): Mark gave an oral update on the status of EQIP.

Bob Flagor (KSSWCD): Bob gave a quick update on the grand scheme to put together an agricultural conservation easement on some of the remaining farm land on the Rathdrum Prairie and another easement on some wetlands and uplands between Hauser Lake and the Idaho-Washington state line. 

With no further business, Supervisor Henry moved to adjourn at 9:10 pm, Supervisor Olsen seconded the motion. Motion Carried.
