Meeting called to order by Chairman Sandy Schlepp at 9:15 am.

MINUTES:  November 10, 2010 Board Meeting: Fran Hughes motioned to approve the minutes as written.  Doug Wall seconded.  Motion carried.  
FINANCIAL REPORT:  The November reconciliation report for the general checking account was presented.  Fran Hughes motioned to approve the financial report as presented.  Bud Vanderbilt seconded.  Motion carried.  

PAYMENT OF BILLS:  A check to the State of Idaho for $100 was signed to renew the District’s nursery/wholesaler license to sell tree seedling through 2011. 
AGENCY REPORTS:  Mark Hogen gave an update on the Idaho Soil and Water Conservation Commission.  There is currently an opening in Idaho Falls for a Water Quality Resource Conservationist.  A Deputy Director position is currently on hold, due to funding.  Grants and loan programs were discussed.  Anyone that would like to be a part of the Commission’s Strategic Plan update can contact Sarah Schmidt by December 17th.  The Commission will be meeting in Boise during the Legislative Session and holding teleconference meetings in the near future.  Mark Hogen also shared the District’s participation in the Commission’s upcoming newsletter.  The Commission extended the deadline for the Financial Report until January 31st.

STATE ALLOCATION REPORTS:  There was discussion on the reports that will be submitted to the Idaho Soil and Water Conservation Commission that are required for the allocation of State Funds.  The Performance Report is due by December 17th, the Financial Report is due January 31st, and the Antidegradation Report is due in March.  Craig Nelson will contact an accountant to help solve some of the issues with the QuickBooks account.  

DISCUSSION ON THE FORMATION OF COMMITTEES:  In the past, there was a WQPA Committee of two Board Supervisors.  It was suggested to think about other committees or representation on the Panhandle Lakes RC&D, any Watershed Advisory Groups or Basin Advisory Group, District Seedling Program, etc.  This will be presented again in January or February.

IASCD CONFERENCE IN BURLEY:  Craig Nelson attended the Idaho District Employee Association meeting and grant workshop that occurred in Burley at the start of the Conference.  The grant workshop provided for a lot of tips on how to tailor the application to the funding source purpose.  Grant funding may be even more competitive in the future with the current economy.  Fran Hughes discussed the resolutions that were voted on at the Conference.  He also explained the process of the State Allocations.  
FIVE-YEAR PLAN DISCUSSION:  There was a discussion on how five-year plans were done in the past and how the District will organize the next five-year plan.  The importance of public input was stressed and possible meeting location to get that input.  A workshop was scheduled for January 5th.  

LAKE CREEK MONITORING SITES:  Fran Hughes motioned to declare the two Lake Creek monitoring sites as surplus property.  John Burton seconded.  Motion carried.  One site will be transferred to the property owner with a non-monetary Bill of Sale.  Fran Hughes will check with Steve Bauer on the disposal of the property on the other site.  Fran Hughes, Mark Hogen, and Craig Nelson will visit the site to check on the lock.  The Board approved the purchase of up to fifty dollars to repair the locking mechanism on the steel shed covering the well on Goedde’s property.  John Burton motioned to have Craig Nelson complete a Bill of Sale for the property owner at the other site.  It will then be mail to the property owner and submitted to the Kootenai County Recorders Office.   

MICA CREEK NUTRIENT AND SEDIMENT REDUCTION, PHASE II: Eight of the thirteen stream bank rehabilitation sites were completed this year.  The remaining five will be started most likely in late spring of 2011.  The reimbursement request was sent to Idaho Department of Environmental Quality.

WATER QUALITY PROGRAM FOR AGRICULTURE PROJECTS:  After some review of WQPA contract 740211070H6, the payment request form was presented for approval.  Fran Hughes motioned to approve the payment request.  Bud Vanderbilt seconded.  Motion carried.  Mark Hogen and Craig Nelson will access the gully plugs on the property, from this contract and a previous contract, in the spring.  An invoice can now be sent requesting funding from the Idaho Soil and Water Conservation Commission’s WQPA Program.  

CRP PLANS WERE PRESENTED:  Mark Hogen gave a brief background on the CRP Program.  John Burton signed the plans, as the CRP representative.
