Linda Ely- Linda came to hear about the District display that we would have next to the noxious weed table.  Rebecca will keep her and Nina updated as to what the display will be like, Rebecca plans to highlight some of the Districts recent projects and successes as well as conservation partners.  

Agenda- Rebecca went over agenda items that didn’t require approval.  The grade stabilization structures (Mica/Kidd 319) out at Peter Raughs’ are completed and a payment of $4,500.00 was issued to Peter.  

-Ponderosa Elementary School 5th graders completed their conservation posters and the Board will need to select 1st, 2nd, and 3rd places to go to the 2005 IASCD Annual Conference in Boise this Nov.  Rebecca will put off the judging until we have a quorum.  –Rebecca updated those in attendance that our CPA- Magnuson & McHugh want to charge $2k for our Financial Review (it was noted that the District spent $2,700 on the audit last year) Gale will look into seeing if his contact at Mag/Mchugh can reduce the fee.  As an alternative, Rebecca is looking into using Anderson, Peretti, and Co.-Bob Sanders who conducted a workshop for Division I on Audits and Financial Reviews last winter.  Bob is the Benewah SWCD CPA and is familiar with District Functions.  (Gale will look into seeing if his contact at Mag/Mchugh can reduce the fee.)  Rebecca will keep the Board updated via email on what Bob will charge us.

-The Hauser Lake Lake*A*Syst draft work plan is revised again and Rebecca will keep the Board updated on funding opportunities.

-Rebecca has a summary of the Stream Assessment work that she, Mark Hogen, Jamie from Bonner County (SCC/IASCD), and Bob conducted last fall.  She will report to the Board after harvest season.

-Rich Baden from Spokane County Conservation District would like to send some representatives to our next meeting to discuss potential partnering on Spokane River projects.  She had them on the Aug. meeting however, if we cancel the Aug. meeting, she will post-pone until October. (Sept. meeting to be held out at Windy Hill Farms.)

Mark Addy (NRCS D.C)- Mark presented to those in attendance that all of the old CRP contracts are being uploaded into Arcview.  There will be approximately 100 CRP revisions (mostly acreage changes) therefore the Board will need to sign-off on the changes as presented by NRCS/FSA. Rebecca will send out an email to the Board when signatures are necessary.
